His origins have destined Fürstenreich abilities for the highest
level of dressage. Together with his outward appearance, his
dynamics of movement and his sovereign performance, he forms
an image close to perfection.

His father Florestan I is one of the most influencial stallions of
North-Rhine Westphalia warmblood breeding and nationwide
dressage horse breeding. To this day, his descendants have
achieved a winning sum of 1,231,501 Euros and 164,047 Euros
in 2009 alone. Among the numerous sons of Florestan you can
also find the Warendorf sire Fidermark I, born in 1992, who is
probably the most well known and also already has 24 licensed
sons. The Trakehner dressage sire Matador fathered the
multiple stallion mother Maresca (Konrad Bšth, Weimar) from
breeding in Hesse and a number of successful descendants from
Trakehner and Westphalia breeding.

In the FN breeding evaluation Fürstenreich achieved an overall
dressage breeding value of 132 and already fathered a number
of talented performance horses from Oldenburg as well as
Hannoverian breeding.

He himself won several class L and M dressage tests, qualified
for the Federal Championships of German Dressage Horses with
high marks in 2003 and 2004, reached the finals of the World
Championships of Young Dressage Horses in Verden in 2004,
and opened the door to international competitions in Austria in
2007 with placings at Grand Prix and the Grand Prix Kur.
